2.08 Coloured magazines, wood-free: Coated andatedonagazines, white or dyed
throughout, free from hard covers, adhesive bauks;dispersible printing inks and
adhesives, poster papers or labels. Shavings aerdions densely printed and dyed
throughout are admissible. The share of wood-coimgipaper must not exceed 10%.

2.10 Bleached, PE-coated cardboard, wood-free:d@ied cardboard, bleached,
wood-free, from cardboard manufacturers and praogE®mpanies.

2.11 Other PE-coated cardboard: Unbleached cardlmwvambleached paper from
cardboard manufacturers and processing companmeissitle.

2.12 Continuous forms, wood-containing: Continufouss, wood-containing, sorted
according to colour, may include recycled fibres.

Category 4 Kraft-containing Grades

5.03 Cardboard boxes for beverages: Used cardiboses for beverages, including
plastic-coated cardboard boxes for beverages @vitiithout aluminium), with a
fibre content of at least 50% weight percent, rerdar aluminium or coatings.

5.04 Kraft packing paper: Used kraft packing pagih plastic inlays, plastic-
sprayed or plastic-coated. Without bitumen or waatings.

5.05 Wet labels: Used, moist labels made of wetrsth paper, glass content is 1% at
the most, moisture is content 50% at the most,auitlother unwanted substances.

5.06 White, wood-free wet-strength papers, unptintéprinted, white, wood-free
wet-strength papers.
